Our Service Model

We support individuals and families experiencing
difficult economic challenges with a combination of
case management and direct service, provided in an
environment that affirms the dignity of the person
being served.

Every individual who visits or calls our office
completes an assessment that helps us to address
immediate needs, and move towards self-
sufficiency:

A Food distribution: We supplement household
food supplies, addressing individual needs,
including the special needs of ethnic groups,
seniors, those with health issues, and pediatric
supplies when and if available.

b Clothing: We maintain a large supply of gently
used clothing and accessories for children and
adults. Our clothing closet is open daily for those in
need.

A Housing and Utilities: For those who qualify,
and if funding is available, we provide direct
assistance with rent and utility payments, which are
made directly to landlords and vendors.

b SNAP, Mass Health & Fuel Assistance
Applications: We assist qualified individuals and
families to apply for or recertify Supplemental
Nutrition Assistance and fuel assistance benefits
and Mass Health applications.

A Holiday Assistance: Toys for Tots sign-up, and
maintain a Giving Tree for families and children in
need during the holidays.

b BACK-TO-SCHOOL SUPPLIES
School supplies are provided through generous
donations from local parishes and organizations

A Diaper Program: We provide 30 diapers and a
pack of wipes per child in household in diapers once
a month.

b Pet Pantry: We provide pet food and other
products to help individuals and families to care for
their pets and keep them at home.

A Personal Care Items: Through donations
provided on a monthly basis per household.
